Din 2007 este consultant physician in pneumologie in Londra, cu interes major pentru
diagnosticul patologiei respiratorii complexe, bolile cailor respiratorii, bronhoscopie si
ultrasonografie la patul bolnavului. Din 2020 a lucrat preponderent in medicina acuta,
acumuland experienta extinsa in ingrijirea pacientilor cu pneumonie COVID-19 si
complicatii post-COVID.

Dr. Toma este directorul Revistei Romane de Pneumologie si este implicat activ in
promovarea unei comunicari medicale corecte si echilibrate, atat in Romania, cat si in
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Dr. Tudor Toma is a consultant respiratory physician with advanced expertise in pulmonology and
interventional bronchoscopy. He graduated from the Faculty of Medicine in Iasi in 1993, where
he also completed his specialist training in pulmonology and served as an assistant lecturer at UMF
lasi.

In 2000, he relocated to London, where he worked at Royal Brompton Hospital and Imperial
College London. He obtained a PhD in interventional bronchoscopy, describing the first
minimally invasive endoscopic treatment for pulmonary emphysema, known as endoscopic
lung volume reduction.

Since 2007, Dr. Toma has practiced as a consultant physician in respiratory medicine in
London, with major interests in complex respiratory disease diagnostics, airway disorders,
bronchoscopy, and bedside ultrasonography. From 2020 onward, his work has focused
predominantly on acute medicine, with extensive experience in the management of COVID-19
pneumonia and post-COVID complications.
